IS THE BIBLE STILL 
RELEVANT TODAY?

Give each person in your family a 
large piece of foil. Ask each 
person to create something out 
of their foil and share what they 
made. 

“You shaped your foil the way 
you wanted. Romans 12:1-2 tells 
us God wants us to be shaped by 
Him and His truth instead of the 
world around us. He wants to 
make us more like Jesus.”

Ask your child what a hammer is 
used for (or show them!). What 
is its purpose? Hammers are 
used to secure nails and build 
things. Hammers were used in 
ancient times, and they are still 
used today. While the times 
were different, the tool and its 
purpose remain the same. 

The Bible has been read and 
followed since ancient times. Its 
purpose and usefulness have 
not changed. God’s Truth in the 
Bible secures our faith and 
builds us to be more like Jesus. 

Read Daniel 6 out loud and then 
act it out as a family. Assign 
everyone one or more parts. Let 
an older child be the director. Be 
creative and have fun with it! 

A�er the play, ask your children 
how we can have the same kind 
of faith Daniel had. How can we 
stand up to someone who goes 
against God’s truth?
