Ask your kids to 
research a Christian 
“hero of the faith” and 
share with your family 
how the hero trusted 
God’s plan, even under 
persecution. (William 
Tyndale, Jane Grey or 
Tertullian are great 
examples!)

Select one every 
day and read it as a family.
