Talk to your kids about how God 
has led you to make disciples for 
Jesus. 
• Who have you influenced for

• What does that look like on a 

daily, weekly or monthly basis?

If you don’t have a ready-to-share 
example, that’s ok! Talk about how 
you are going to obey the Lord in 
this way moving forward. 

SHARE

Have a conversation with your 
kids about water baptism. Explain 
what it means, and invite them to 
consider following Jesus by being 
baptized. Make an appointment 
to talk with your ministry leader or 
pastor. If everyone is in 
agreement, encourage your child 
to take this step. 

If it’s not time yet, that’s OK, too! 
Continue to stress 
age-appropriate ways for your 
child to practice following Jesus in 
the Great Commission.

READ

This week’s verse is in the book of 
Matthew. Help your child find the 
book of Matthew.
