PLANT 

UNLOCK

Tell your kids about a time you 
(or someone you know) told 
someone about Jesus but the 
person did not accept Jesus 
as their Savior. What 
happened, and do you still 
pray for that person?

SHARE
Sometimes we share the 
Gospel with someone, but 
they choose not to accept 
Jesus as their Savior. That 
doesn’t mean they never will. 
God can use us to plant 
“seeds” in people’s lives. 
Sometimes, later in life, 
people will remember the 
truth about Jesus and decide 
to become saved. 

Help your child plant a seed! 
Water it, give it sunlight and 
watch it grow! Remind them 
that we are not responsible 
for making people accept 
Jesus, only for sharing the 
Gospel with them.

NAVIGATE

Draw a simple maze (with 
one answer) for your child to 
navigate. Jesus is the only 
one who can help us navigate 
this life. He is the only one 
who can offer us salvation.
