Remember, if you ask God 
to change your heart to put 
Him first, He is faithful and 
He will do it!
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OT–NT CONNECTION

God has always deeply valued 
the condition of people’s 
hearts. Throughout the Old 
Testament, we are taught 
about our heart.
• We should love God with 

all our heart, soul and 
might (Deuteronomy 6:5).

• Man sees what people do 
and say, but God sees 
each person’s heart (1 
Samuel 16:7).

• Everything we do in life 
begins with our heart 
(Proverbs 4:23).

Read more of Jesus’ Sermon on 
the Mount in Matthew 6:19-34. 
As you read, ask yourself what 
things you value most. Do the 
things you value most matter for 
eternity? Do you spend a lot of 
time worrying about those 
things or do you trust God to 
take care of you and give you 
what you need?

This week’s story comes from 
the book of Matthew. 
Matthew is the first of four 
books known as the Gospels. 
The author of this book is 
likely Matthew, the tax 
collector who became a 
follower of Jesus. 

The book of Matthew gives 
readers a perspective on the 
life of Jesus and confirms Him 
as the Messiah.

We should be afraid 
of doing things against God (sin), 
but we should also know He 
loves His children. We should 
respect God, our heavenly Father 
and Creator, and rest in the 
comfort of His love.
